Later genera-
tions tended to discount dreams, at a great loss to 
our soul. However, we are now seeing a resurgence 
of respect and honor for our dreams. 

Understanding our dreams in the light of the 
Christian faith and tradition is the objective of 
this conference. There will be special programs 
for beginning, returning, and advanced participants. 
The conference is for previous attendees, profes-
sionals (especially clergy), counselors, therapists, 
lay dream group leaders, and anyone who wants 
to integrate this process into his/her life.
